You will be notified of the amount of the assistance you will receive by the first week in June.
If you do not receive notification by mid June, please call the school office.

In addition to the tuition assistance offered by MLHS, many congregations have their own
educational credit program. This assistance further reduces the cost of Christian education. Also
helping to lower the cost of high school education is the Scrip Tuition plan. Those families that
participate in the Scrip for Tuition Program can expect to earn a tuition credit next year based
upon their use of scrip. The board of Control is committed to the premise that tuition should not
be a barrier to attending Manitowoc Lutheran High School.

The Student Tuition Grant Program of Manitowoc Lutheran High School is
designed to provide some financial assistance for student with financial needs. A
tuition grant is applied directly to the account of the MLHS student.

. The Student Tuition Grant Program is open, by application, to all students enrolled
at MLHS.

. To be considered for a tuition grant, a new application form must be submitted
each year.

. Application forms will be available during March and April. Applications for Tuition
Grants must be made by April 20 to your pastor who will forward the application to
MLHS by May 1.

. Tuition assistance received from the student’s congregation will be taken into
consideration when considering the application.

. MLHS will determine the amount of assistance and inform the parents and
congregations in early June.

. Ordinarily, the tuition grant will be applied to the student’s account at the beginning
of the school year.

. To make an application:

a. Complete the Student Tuition Grant Application Form.

b. Attach a copy of last year's Federal Income Tax Form(s) and Schedules.

c. Take the form to your pastor before April 20 to have him complete the bottom of
the second page.

d. Your pastor must send the completed application to the MLHS Tuition
Assistance Committee before May 1 to:
