English

Language Arts 4201 9th Grade Semester-2

This yearlong course for freshmen is made up of the following components: litera-
ture, written communication, and grammasagemechanics. The literature com-
ponent is a general overview of literature that includes short stories, the novel,
poetry, a Shakespearean drgraad nonfiction. Students are also required to

read at least one novel outside of class. The written composition component con-
sists of learning and executing the writing process through the creating of para-
graphs, several essays, and a coossicular research paper.

Language Arts 4203 10th Grade Semester -2

This course consists of four components: GramriageMechanics, Composi-
tion, Literature, and Oral Activities. The Literature component consists of poetry,
short stories both fiction and noffiction, drama, and a novel. A novel outside of
class will be read and reported on.

English 11 (Oral & Written Communication) 4205 11th Seauester2

This course consists of the following components: oral activities and literature.
Both components incorporate the use of the four language arts skills: speaking,
listening, reading, and writing. Oral communication units emphasize the organiza-
tion of ideas and the development of public speech techniques. Literature units
consist of the examination of American literature from Feelonial to Modern

times. Included in literature is the study of the noiféle Scarlet Letter

English 12 (Language Arts) 4207 12th Grade Sengester 1

This yearlong course for seniors is a continuation of the Language Arts track and
is made up of four components: literature, composition, gramuossage

mechanics, and oral activities. The literature component emphasizes British litera-
ture and includes the study of poetry, essays, short stories, a Shakespearean
drama, and a major novel. Students also are required to read four novels outside
of class. The composition component consists of the writing of a major research
paper, a number of essays, and a few poems. The students also participate in a
variety of group and individual oral presentations.

Practical English 4229 11th/12th Grade Semester 1

This yearlong course is designed for the student whose academic abilities and skills
indicate a need to strengthen practical application of basic language and communi-
cation skills. The concepts of learnit@}l ear n an dofwdhrek ® wanr ¢ d
stressed. The course consists of five interrelated components: basic grammar,
usage, and mechanics; literatfireechnical and recreational; oral communication;
written communication; and career readiness. (Dept. approval required.)
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English As A Second Language | 4181 Semester-2

Goals for this course include compreh
the past continuous and beyond. Grammar is introduced in conversion form. It

is reinforced through readings and writing exercises. Vocabulary development is
also a main focus. This course works to develop sentence level and paragraph
level writing skills for beginning ESL students. It includes intensive work to ex-

tend reading comprehension abilities through reading response writings, com-
prehension exercises, and discussions.

English As A Second Language 41182 Semester-2

This course is designed for intermediate level language learners. Goals include a
reinforcement of basic grammar, an introduction and intense study of more
complex grammar, including further development of conversational skills, read-
ing skills, writing skills and vocabulary development. This course works to im-
prove paragraph level writing and essay writing skills for intermediate ESL stu-
dents. It includes intensive work to extend reading comprehension abilities
through reading response writings, comprehension exercises and discussions.

English As A Second Language llI 4183 Sebhester 1

This course is designed for advanced level ESL students. Goals include further
reinforcement of basic grammar as well as an introduction and intense study of
more complex grammar through various means. More time is devoted at this
level to discussions and problem solving. Development of vocabulary remains a
top focus. Class time is also devoted to literature in its various forms.
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Mathematics

General Mathematigs 5111,5112 Semester-2

A two-semester course designed to review the basic operations of whole num-
bers, fractions, decimals, and directed numbers. Problem solving, rates, percents,
statistics, and basic geometry are also discussed. If a student takes this course a
subsequent year, mathematics life skills will be emphasized.

PreAlgebraic 5121 Semester-2

Pre-Algebra is a twesemester course for students who need additional time to
prepare for Algebra I. It reviews fundamentals of mathematics, reviews algebraic
concepts previously introduced in other math courses, and introduces new math
concepts. Topics covered include the four fundamental math operations, order
of operation, fraction, decimals, percents, ratio, proportion, exponents, scientific
notation, perimeter area, volume, solving equations and inequalities, graphing
and translating real life problems into mathematical sentences.

Algebra | 5123 9th Grade Semester-2

A two-semester course in Algebra designed to give the student a complete
foundation in algebraic structure and method. The course covers work in the
areas of real numbers, simple and complex equation and problem solving, poly-
nomials, fractions, factoring, graphing, rational and irrational expressions, and
guadratic equations and the inequalities.

Geometry* 5133 Any Grade Semester-2

This two-semester course is designed to help students understand the basic
structure of geometry, develop powers of special visualization while building
their knowledge of the relationships among geometric elements, and grow in the
understanding of the deductive method and in an appreciation of the need for
precision of language. Students will also strengthen their algebraic skills, gain
some knowledge of the methods of coordinate geometry and the way in which
algebra and geometry complement each other, and experience the stimulation
and satisfaction that comes from clear and creative thinking. (Prerequisite: Alge-
bra I)

*Algebra Il 5126 10th/11th/12th Grade Semester-2

This elective course is designed to give the student atejth study of alge-

braic concepts. The course covers a review of Algebra I, rational and irrational
numbers, radicals, quadratic equations, complex numbers, graphing, exponents,
logarithms, permutations, and combinations. (Prerequisite: Algebra | and Ge-
ometry)
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Algebra Il and Trigonomeky*5127H 10th/11th/12th Grade Ser2 1

An elective course designed to give the student arddpth study of algebraic
concepts and an introduction to trigopnometric functions. This course covers
rational and irrational numbers, radicals, quadratic equations, complex numbers,
graphing, exponents, logarithms, permutations, combinations, trigonometric
functions and identities, polar coordinates, and vectors. (Prerequisite: Algebra |
and Geometry)

Advanced MathematiestTC 5157 11th/12th Grade Semester 1

A two-semester course designed to prepare the student for modern courses in
calculus, abstract algebra, and probability. Topics covered are logic, properties
of the complete ordered field, mathematical induction sequences and series,
algebra of vectors, plane analytical geometry of points and lines, linear and poly-
nomial functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, and circular and trigo-
nometric functions and their properties. (Prerequisite: Algebra ll)

Statistics & Data Analysis* 5195 1Pth/Grade  SemesteR 1

This course is designed to provide the student with a comprehensive treatment
of introductory statistics and probability in such areas as business, sociology,
ecology, economics, education, medicine, psychology, and mathematics as well
as in our every day life as consumers. Students in these courses must frequently
demonstrate a knowledge of the language and methods of statistics. Methodol-
ogy and applications have been integrated throughout the course. (Prerequisite:
Algebra | and Geometry) Limit 25

Mathematics Connectiot@s 5118 12th Grade Semester 1
This is a onesemester course, which is designed for the student who has com-
pleted Algebra 1 and or Geometry, but it is not a requirement. This math
course will connect experiences with comprehensive mathematics. The course
will use algebra, geometry, trigonometry, linear programming, and optimization
techniques to solve problems. This course will show students mathematics is a
vital, relevant, flexible tool for interacting with their world in many ways and at
many levels, from the commonplace setting of everyday life and work to the
frontiers of science and technology.

Consumer Mathemat® 5117  12th Grade Semester 2

This course begins with an extensive look at federal and state income tax forms
and filing procedures. Other items covered are auto ownership, purchasing
goods, personal income, various areas of banking and banking services, invest-
ments, insurance, and housing cost.

Physical Science 5021 9th Grade Semester-2

Physical Scienceisay¢apng course surveying Godds

world. Basic concepts in chemistry, physics, and earth science are studied. The
course includes class demonstrations and labs in which students can personally
investigate concepts presented in class.

Survey of Physical Scigace 5022 9th Grade Semeste? 1

Survey of Physical Science is a yeag course designed as an alternative to
Physical Science. It is intended for those students that, because, of learning diffi-
culties, would experience severe problems in successfully completing Physical

Science.Basic concepts in chemistry, physics, and earth science are studied.

Biology 5743 10th Grade Semester-2

Biology is a twesemester course dealing with life as a gift of God and not a
happening of chance. The course combines the leatiseussion method with
scheduled laboratory experiences. The student is encouraged to view his body
as a temple of the Holy Spirit and is encouraged to treat it and his environment
as wondrous gifts of divine creation.

Survey of Biology 5744 10th Grade Semestez 1

Survey of Biology is a tweemester course. It is designed to meet the needs of
the students who are required to take a course in biology, but who, because of
various learning disabilities, would have difficulty completing the regular biology
course. The course is designed to give the student a basic understanding of life
on Earth. In particular, the student is encouraged to view his body as a temple of
the Holy Spirit, and is encouraged to treat it and his environment as wondrous
gifts of divine creation.

Chemistry M 5405 11th Grade Semester-2

Chemistry is a twesemester laboratonpriented course in which the chemical
behavior of elements and compounds is investigated. Chemical bonds, periodic
properties, and the electrical nature of matter are emphasized. (Prerequisite: C
in Algebra l)

Earth Science 5510 10th/11th/12th Grade Semester 1

Earth Science is a ormemester elective course which provides a broad survey

of the major topics connected to earth science: geology, oceanography, meteor-
ology, and astronomy. The student is encouraged to view Earth as a wonderful
temporary home provided for us by our gracious God. (Prerequisite: Successful
completion of Physical Science)

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Environmental Science 5505 11th/12th Grade Semester-2

Environmental Science is a tvsemester course designed to help students be-
come better stewards of the creation God has given them. The interactions of
plagits, aninplg, angl Rugnang ig their environments are studied. Laboratory inves-
tigations occur regularly. (Maximum enroliment: 24)

Anatomy and Physiologgl0 11th/12th Grade Semester 2

Anatomy and Physiology is a eeemester elective course intended particularly
for those students who plan to pursue careers in health care and medicine. The
anatomy (structure) and physiology (function) of each major organ system in the
human body will be covered. (Prerequisite: Successful completion of Biology)

Advanced Biolsgy 5747 12" Grade Semester21
Advanced Biology is a tweemester course designed to provide a more in
depth study of nature and the wonder
are the chemicals of life, cell biology, genetics, biotechnology, and a survey of the
kingdoms of life with special emphasis on plant life and ecology. The course
includes regularly scheduled laboratory experiences, which reinforce and expand
on topics presented in lecture. (Prerequisite: iB Chemistry)

Physica 5317 12th Grade Semester-2
