   The focus of the 2010 Extreme Makeover project will be to replace 

the bleachers in the gym.  In addition to the fact that they are unsightly, 

there are also safety concerns.  The project will cost in the neighbor-

hood of $70,000.  Sunday Showcase 2009 went towards replacing the 

scoreboards and to refurbish the gymnasium floor, walls, and stage. 

This project, combined with individual donations for new bleachers, 

would complete this Makeover project next summer.  Should full fund-

ing not be available, one-half of the bleachers would be replaced each 

summer over a two year period.   

   Greetings from Manitowoc Lutheranôs international student program! 

As we approach the end of the first semester, we begin to plan for the 

2010-2011 academic year.  

   This is the first year that 

we have actively recruited 

students to our program. At 

present, we have eight stu-

dents: four from South 

Korea, three from China, 

and one from Germany.  

Another Korean student 

will join us after the Christ-

mas break. Our Korean 

students come to us from 

the Canaan Language Insti-

tute in Seoul, South Korea. 

Chinese students come to MLHS through the WELS CHOICE program. 

We work with ASSE as a source for our European students. 

   Due to our programôs growth, we are interested in obtaining host 

families for next year, as well as a reference list of host families that 

we can contact in the future as international students apply to 

Manitowoc Lutheran. While most students apply for the entire aca-

demic year, we do receive requests mid-year for students to attend 

the second semester. Please consider partnering with MLHS in this 

unique ministry and hosting an international student. 

   Host families are an important part of our ministry. This is an unique 

mission opportunity to share the message of Christ within your home. 

Host families act as parents for our international students. They provide 

a home setting, meals, transportation to and from school, personal guid-

ance, and encouragement in studies, activities, and socializing. Your 

commitment to an international student begins in mid-late August and 

extends to the early part of June. If your 

student is a senior, the host family will 

work with the Manitowoc Lutheran guid-

ance director in regards to college admis-

sions, college campus visits, ACT and 

SAT testing, applications, etc. Our inter-

national students will have health insur-

ance and the host family is provided a 

substantial stipend to offset the living 

costs of the student.
